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Mini coin purse pattern (#pf2)
This pattern should measure 3 " (9.2cm) x 3%4" (8.2cm) high

Pattern includes seam allowance.
Finished product measures 3% (8.2cm) wide x 3%2" (6.4cm) high

Supplies :
One coin purse frame (this pattern will work with product # pf2 shown right)
Outer bag fabric: 45" (11.5cm) (we used “Papillon” as shown above)
Lining fabric: 45" (11.5cm) (we used “Bright White Cotton Drill”) $raiponcrat |
1 purse crimping tool (OR use a pair of regular pliers) pro‘duct # pf2
All supplies available from Tall Poppy Craft Products :: www.tallpoppycraft.com "Purse frame — Mini purse with
Thread to match fabric chain loops”
PVA craft glue (the one that dries clear)
Optional: size 0 piping cord
Instructions
1. Cut fabric as directed on pattern piece.
2. Transfer markings from pattern onto fabric.
Outer
3. With right sides together stitch around the bottom of the purse from
point A to point B.
4. Press side seams out flat and turn right side out.
Lining
5. With right sides together stitch around the bottom of the purse from
point A to point B, making sure to leave a gap as shown on the
pattern.
6. Press side seams out flat.
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11.
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With the lining still turned inside out, take the outer section turned
right side out and place it inside the lining so that the right side of the
lining and the outer are now together.

Line up the side seams, making sure they are flat and pin around the
top raw edge of the purse.

Stitch around the full length of the raw edge of the purse.

Turn the bag right side out through the hole in the lining.

Optional: If you find that the fabric is not thick enough to fill out
the crevice of the purse frame, at this point insert a
length of piping cord into the hole in the lining and,
using a zipper foot, sew the cord into the inside of the
purse around the sides and top edge. As frame #s pfl
and pf8 are quite small, you should be able to make
this purse without the need for piping cord.

Sew up the hole in the lining.
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Place the lining back inside the outer section, press the seams out,
pin and sew around the top edge of the outside of the bag. Remove
the pins and press once again.

Squeeze glue into the crevice of one side of the frame. Make sure
there is enough glue in the frame to allow for sufficient holding of the
fabric (but you don’t need too much because the glue will overflow
when the fabric is inserted and it will become very messy). Allow the
glue to settle for a few minutes.

Take the purse and insert the top section of the purse into the top part
of the crevice. Make sure that the fabric goes all the way into the top
of the crevice. Use a small screwdriver or the tip of a pair of scissors
to assist if necessary.

Hold for a minute or two.

Note: If glue spills out onto the frame use a wet cloth to wipe the
glue off before it dries.

Take the side of the purse and carefully insert the bottom part into the
bottom of the crevice. Then gently ease the rest of the side section
into the crevice.

Hold for a minute or two and then insert the opposite side into the
crevice.
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18. Using the specially designed purse frame crimping tool at
www.tallpoppycraft.com  OR a pair of regular pliers, crimp the
bottom corners of the purse frame. If you feel a little more hold is
needed, also crimp the top inside corners of the frame. Be sure to use
several layers of scrap fabric as protection against scratches.

19. Its finished! Now time for a glass of Kool-Aid!
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3Y4" (8.2cm) high
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Leave hole in lining
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3 " (9.2cm) wide
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
