
 

 

 

Tube purse pattern 
Pattern # tppattube 

 
Finished dimensions 
·  Approximately 16½” (42cm) wide x 4½” (11.5cm) high (dimensions exclude handles) 
 
You will need  
·  One pair hw11 C shape wooden sew-on handle (as shown below) 

 
C shaped wooden handle with holes # hw11 

 
·  Outer fabric: 15” (38cm) long x 19” (48.3cm) wide (“Ash” used in this pattern) 
·  Lining fabric:   Size as above (“Choc Brown Geo” used in this pattern) 
·  Quilted calico:  Size as above 
·  Above supplies available from Tall Poppy Craft Products :: www.tallpoppycraft.com 
 
Plus: 
·  1 hand sewing needle  
·  Approximately 25” (63cm) wool or embroidery thread to match outer fabric 
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Instructions  
Step 1  
Cut pattern pieces out and cut fabric as 
shown on pattern pieces. Transfer notches 
and markings from pattern pieces onto 
fabric pieces. 
 
Step 2 
Quilted calico: Stay-stitch the wrong side of 
each quilted calico piece to the wrong side 
of each outer piece (Fig 1). 
 
Step 3 
Outer: With right sides of each outer section 
(with the quilted calico attached) together 
stitch the outer pieces together from Point A 
to Point B, Point D to Point E and then from 
Point G to Point H (Fig 2).   
 
Step 4 
Outer corners: Make the corners by pulling 
the two outer sections apart at Point C and 
bring Point B and D together so that they 
are fat and a straight line forms. Make sure 
the raw edge is even. Pin. Sew along this 
straight line (Fig 2). Do the same for the 
opposite corner at Point F (Fig 3). Turn the 
outer section right side out. 

Step 5 
Lining: With right sides of each lining section 
together stitch the lining pieces together 
from Point A to Point B, Point D to Point E 
(making sure to leave a gap in the sewing 
between these two points as shown on the 
pattern), then from Point G to Point H (Fig 
4). 
 
Step 6 
Lining corners: Repeat Step 4 to make the 
corners for the lining section (Fig 5) 
 
Step 7 
Take the outer section (which was turned 
right side out in Step 4) and place it inside 
the lining (which should still be inside out) 
(Fig 6). The right side of the lining section 
and the right side of the outer section should 
be together.  Line up the side seams, 
making sure they are flat and pin around the 
top raw edge of the purse. Stitch right 
around the top raw edge of the purse (Fig 
7). 

Step 8 
Turn the bag right side out through the gap in 
the lining (Figs 8 & 9). Straighten out the 
purse and sew up the hole in the lining (Fig 
10). 
 
Step 9 
Push the lining to the inside of the outer 
section, press the seams out, pin and top 
stitch around the top edge of the outside of 
the bag (Fig 11). 
 
Step 10 
Handles: Take the C shape handles and 
position it on the outside of the purse in the 
center (Fig 12). Thread your hand sewing 
needle with the embroidery thread. Carefully 
hand sew the handle to the purse using the 
holes in the handle (Fig 13). Sew the 
handles on in a zig zag pattern (Fig 14).
